The ISAF Grade 3 Imperia Winter Regatta wrapped over the weekend with the 470, 420 

and L'Equipe fleets completing their three days of racing. 

 

'A perfect day for sailing!' the Jury 

chairman, Wolfgang STENZ, (GER) said at 

the end of the last day of Imperia Winter 

Regatta 2006 yesterday.

After the bad weather today was a bright sunshine day and an Easterly wind started to 

blow early in the morning up to 19/20 knots allowing to complete the program: at the end 

of the day some more four races had been sailed.

All the best internationally ranked teams held onto the leadership of the 470 fleets. In the 

male division, Gabrio ZANDONÁ and Andrea TRANI (ITA) were the winners of three of the

six races winning and topped the overall leaderboard ahead of two other Italian teams,

DUBBINI brothers, second and Francesco BERTONE and Simone MALAGUGINI, third.

In 470 female division the winner was again an Italian team, Giulia CONTI and Giovanna 

MICOL three times as well first across the finishing line: se won as well the overall results 

ahead of a fleet of 54 boats. They were followed by two Finnish crews, Maria 

SAARIKALLIO and Jasmine LEHTONEN in second place and Hanna SAARI and Mikaela

WULFF in third.

Of the 86 boats in the 420 fleet, victory again went to an Italian crew in the open

division. Mancinelli SCOTTI and Lorenzo DE FELICE won the overall ahead of

Hans-Christian HASSELMANN and Moritez ROJEK (GER), second, and Robin CNUDDLE and 

KERHASCOET (FRA) third.

Nina KEIJZER and Annaloes VAN VEEN (NED) finished in the first position in 420 female 

division followed by Lina LUTZ and Lisa FRISCH (GER) second and Chiara ZIGLIOLI and 

Maura PRIVILEGGIO (ITA) third.
